“Hazarlarin Kafkaslara Ilk Gelisleri”
bashikh calismasinda, Karatay tarihsel kaynaklar 1s18inda Hazarlarin bolgeye yer-
lesim siireclerini ve etkilerini tartisiyor. Ahmet Giines ise, “Muharrirlerin Kitabina
Gore iki Karyenin Sergiizesti ve Bu Baglamda Tahrir Defterlerine Dair Birkac Kelam”
isimli makalesinde Osmanl tahrir defterlerinin 6zgiin bir okumasini sunuyor. Veli
Savas Yelok, “Ozbek Cedit Hareketi ve Cedit Matbuat: Uzerine” adli makalesiyle, Orta
Asya modernlesme tarihine katki saglayacak 6nemli bir degerlendirme sunmakta.

Uluslararasi iligkiler disiplinine katk: saglayan ¢alismalardan Osman Nuri Beyhan ve
Mehmet Seyfettin Erol'un “Iklim Degisikligi icin (Basarili) Giivenliklestirme Miim-
kiin mii?” baglikli makalesi, ¢evre sorunlarimin giivenlik politikalariyla iligkisini tar-
tismaktadir. Tayyar Ar1 ve Seyma Kizilay'in birlikte kaleme aldiklar1 “Kaosun Arac-
sallagtirllmas1” isimli calismada ise Irak 6zelinde kriz rutininin giivenlik iiretiminde
nasil iglevsellestirildigi analiz edilmektedir. Yasin Tekin, calismasinda, Delhi Tiirk
Sultanligi'min kurulus siirecini iklimsel degiskenlikler baglaminda ele alan interdi-
sipliner bir yaklagim sunarak, tarihsel olaylarin ¢evresel faktorlerle iligkisini derinle-
mesine analiz etmektedir.

Ugur Topcu'nun 19. yiizy1ll Amerikan belgeleri 1s131nda hazirladigi calisma, Ameri-
kan misyonerlerinin Adapazari’ndaki faaliyetlerini incelerken; Mesut Karakulak, 93
Harbi esnasinda Tiirk esirlerinin temsiline odaklanarak sug, ceza ve otekilestirme
konularina dair 6zgiin bir tartisma sunuyor. Aysegiil Donmez ve Omiir Kizil'm bir-
likte kaleme aldiklar1 makale, senkronik tarih seridi 6rneklerini kargilastirarak tarih
ogretiminde kullanilan yontemlere 11k tutuyor.

Hiiseyin Yilmaz, Osmanh tasrasindaki ayanlarin sefer organizasyonundaki roliinii
Karaosmanogullar1 6rneginde incelerken, Enes Mert Demir, Birinci Diinya Savasinin
Irak ve fran cephelerindeki askeri faaliyetlere dair detayli bir analiz sunmaktadir. Ni-
hal Metin’in makalesi ise 18. Yiizy1lda Rumeli Kirsalinda Kéyliilerin Tefecilere Borg-
lanmalar1 meselesini ele almaktadir.

Fatih Ozcelik’in, Mehmet Ali Pasa doneminde Misir kirsalindaki zorunlu doniisiim-
leri ele aldig1 calismasinin yani sira, Murat Caylinin II. Charles d’Anjounun kutsal
topraklar1 kurtarma projesi iizerine yaptig1 ceviri ve degerlendirme, Orta Cag Avru-
pasr’na dair yeni perspektifler sunmaktadir. Murat Alandagli’'min Hakkari beylerinin
sosyal sorumluluk anlayisini ele aldig1 makalesi ve Melike Kayam ile Songiil Ulutas’in
Dogu Akdeniz sularindaki kacakeilik faaliyetlerini degerlendiren ortak calismasi, ye-
rel tarih arastirmalarina degerli katkilar sunmaktadir.



Son olarak, Denizhan Ege Sakrak ve Piar Erkem’in Tiirkiye'nin go¢ yonetiminde
Arap Ayaklanmalar1 sonrasinda yasanan doniisiimleri inceledikleri makaleleriyle
birlikte, Goniil Tezcan'in Kuzey Makedonya 6rneginde konsosyonel demokrasi tar-
tismalarim ele aldig1 calismasi, giincel ve teorik meseleleri bir araya getirmektedir.

Editorial

Dear Readers of the Journal of Gazi Academic View,

We are pleased to present to you the 36th issue of our journal, dated June 2025.
Continuing our mission of contributing to the academic world with high-quality
scholarship, this issue features a rich array of 18 research articles by distinguished
scholars from the fields of History, Political Science, and International Relations.

The issue begins with Osman Karatay’s study, “The Appearance of the Khazars in
the Caucasus,” which offers a historical reexamination of the Khazars’ emergence
in the region. Ahmet Giines follows with “The Adventure of Two Villages According
to the Book of Mubharrirs,” which provides insights into Ottoman tax registers and
their historical significance. Veli Savas Yelok explores the intellectual and journalistic
dimensions of Central Asian reformism in his article on the Uzbek Jadid Movement.

In the field of security studies, Osman Nuri Beyhan and Mehmet Seyfettin Erol
analyze the feasibility of securitizing climate change. Tayyar Ar1 and Seyma Kizilay,
in their article, “Instrumentalization of Chaos,” examine how habitual crises are used
to construct insecurity in Iraq.

Yasin Tekin's study offers an interdisciplinary approach by examining the foundation
of the Delhi Sultanate in the context of climatic variability, providing an in-depth
analysis of the relationship between historical events and environmental factors.
Ugur Topcu investigates the activities of American Board missionaries in 19th-
century Adapazari, while Mesut Karakulak explores representations of the “captive
Turk” in the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-78.

Aysegiil Donmez and Omiir Kizil compare synchronic history line examples from
England, the USA, and Turkey, offering valuable pedagogical insights. Hiiseyin
Yilmaz discusses the role of Ottoman provincial notables in organizing military
campaigns, with a particular focus on the Karaosmanoglu family during the French
occupation of Egypt.

Military history is further expanded with Enes Mert Demir’s research on the 13th
Corps’ operations during World War I on the Iraq and Iran fronts. In a contemporary
geopolitical context, Nihal Metin analyze the indebtedness of rural peasants to
moneylenders in 18th-century Rumelia.

Fatih Ozcelik examines rural transformation under Mehmet Ali Pasha in Egypt,
while Murat Cayh offers a translation and evaluation of Charles IT d’Anjou’s Conseil
concerning a renewed Crusade. Murat Alandagh presents the philanthropic works of
the rulers of Hakkari.

Maritime and economic history is covered in the article by Melike Kayam and Songiil
Ulutas, who analyze smuggling activities in the Eastern Mediterranean at the turn of
the 20th century. Denizhan Ege Sakrak and Pinar Erkem assess Tiirkiye’s evolving



migration policy in the wake of the Arab Uprisings.

Finally, Goniil Tezcan investigates consociational democracy and the political
representation of small minorities through a case study of North Macedonia, offering
insights relevant to both comparative politics and minority rights.

We thank all contributors—authors, reviewers, and editorial board members—for
their invaluable efforts in preparing this issue. We hope that our readers find the
articles intellectually enriching and thought-provoking.

We look forward to welcoming you again in our December 2025 issue with new
scholarly contributions.
