Bolgesel ekonomi-politik perspektifinden bir diger calisma, Fatma Sa-
riaslan, Amjad Abu Elezz ve Mohammed Abdallah Itaiwi'nin “israil’in Filistin’i
Ekonomik isgali: Paris Protokolii’'nden Bugiine” baslikli makalesidir. Calisma-
da Filistin ekonomisinin disa bagimli yapisi tarihsel ve gtincel veriler 1s18inda
analiz edilmektedir.

Nesrin Kanberoglu ve Ramazan Erhan Gilld, 1. Mesrutiyet Donemi
Tiirk-Amerikan Ticari lliskileri (1908-1914) bashkli makalelerinde Osman-
li-Amerikan iktisadi iliskilerinin siyasi arka planina odaklanmaktadir. Emine
Erdogan Oziinlii ise Osmanli iskdn Cografyasindaki Harabe K&y ve Mezralari
tarihsel kaynaklar tizerinden degerlendirmekte, terminoloji ve tespit sorunla-
rint ele almaktadir.

Yakup Ahbab “Yunanistan'da Uluslararasi Gii¢ Miicadelesi ve Osman-
li-Yunan Iligkilerine Yansimalari (1843-1848)" makalesinde, dénemin biiyiik
gli¢ rekabetinin bolgesel politikalari nasil sekillendirdigini ortaya koymaktadir.
Hasan Deniz Peksen ise ABD Baskani Donald Trump'in ikinci déneminin yo-
nelimlerini, gtivenliklestirme yaklasimindan hareketle teorik bir cergeve icinde

ele almaktadir.

Melek Oksiiziin “Keresteciler Yangini (9 Eylil 1927)” calismasi,
[stanbul’un ticari dokusunu etkileyen énemli bir yangini arsiv kaynaklari ize-
rinden incelemektedir. Davut Sahbaz ise Konya'da Seyh Yatagan Ahmed Miir-
sel drnegi tizerinden dervis-iskan iligkilerini anlamlandirmaktadir.



ibrahim Oztiirk¢ii'niin Cenab Sahabeddin’in Milli Miicadele karsit1 egi-
limleri tizerine kaleme aldig1 makalesi, donemin entelektiiel tartismalarina isik
tutmaktadir. Eray Bayramol ise Birinci Diinya Savasi sirasinda Carlik Rusya'si-
nin Kiirt politikalarini arsiv belgeleriyle analiz etmektedir.

Demet Sefika Mangir'in uluslararasi hukuk felsefesini Antik Yunan'dan
glinimiize jus cogens normlari tizerinden ele aldig1 calismasi, disiplindeki kav-
ramsal donlistimu tartismaktadir. Fikret Celik, Ayman Kara ve Vasfiye Celik'in
ortak calismasi ise Bati'da siyasal iktidar anlayisinin “auctoritas” ve “potestas”
kavramlari baglaminda gecirdigi doniistimii incelemektedir.

Ertan Gokmen ve Omiir Yazicl Ozdemir'in ser't mahkeme gérevlilerinin
teracim-i ahvali tizerine yaptig1 calisma, Osmanli hukuk ve toplum tarihi bag-
laminda ve modern biyografi yazim teknikleri agisindan dikkate deger bir katki
sunmaktadir. Sultan Gilirsoy, Erken Orta Cag’'da Mark Teorisi tizerinden done-
min siradan insan algisini tartismaktadir.

Jeopolitik analizlere katki sunan makalelerden Ahmet Nafiz Unalmis ve
Cenk Tamer'in “Iran’'in Giiney Kiy1 Seridine Yonelik Politikalar1” baghkl ¢alis-
mas! bolgesel giic dengelerini degerlendirmektedir. Kurban Durmusoglu ise
Mogol istilasinin Horasan'daki dinf hayat ve tasavvuf lizerindeki etkilerini in-
celemektedir.

Fatih Ertugay'in Turkiye'deki 6 Subat Depreminin politik izdiisimle-
ri Uzerine yurittigu kapsamli analiz Tirk siyasi tarihinin giincel tartismala-
rina 1sik tutan bir makaledir. Son olarak, Zaynabidin Abdirashidov'un ismail
Gaspirali’'nin siyasi diistincesinin olusumu (zerine kaleme aldig1 calisma, Tiirk
dustince tarihi icin 6nemli bir katki niteligindedir.

Editorial

Dear Readers of the Journal of Gazi Academic View,

We are delighted to present to you the December 2025 issue, the 37.
issue of our journal. Continuing our commitment to enriching the fields of
History, International Relations, and Political Science, we feature 18 research
articles that offer diverse and original contributions. Each article has under-
gone a blind review process by expert referees and has been approved by our
editorial board for publication.

The issue opens with Elena Savicheva and Erman Tatlioglu’s research,
“Black Sea-Caspian Region in Global Context: International Transport Corri-
dors,” which examines the geopolitical and economic significance of Eurasian
transport routes. It is followed by Fatma Sariaslan, Amjad Abu Elezz, and Mo-
hammed Abdallah Itaiwi’'s article, “Israel’'s Economic Occupation of Palestine:
From the Paris Protocol to the Present,” which sheds light on the long-term
structural mechanisms shaping the Palestinian economy.

Nesrin Kanberoglu and Ramazan Erhan Gillii's paper “Turkish—-Ameri-
can Trade Relations During the Second Constitutional Era (1908-1914)” is a
significant contribution to Ottoman diplomatic and economic history. Emine
Erdogan Oziinli’'s article, “Rethinking Abandoned Villages and Hamlets in
the Ottoman Settlement Geography: Sources and Problems (16th—18th Cen-
turies),” reassesses rural settlement patterns through archival materials and
methodological discussions.

In the context of 19th-century European power struggles, Yakup Ahbab
analyzes the geopolitical dynamics in “International Power Struggle in Greece
and Its Reflections on Ottoman—Greek Relations (1843-1848).” Hasan Deniz
Peksen evaluates the possible contours of contemporary U.S. politics in “Un-
derstanding Trump’s Second Term: Can Huntington's Securitization Efforts
Provide Guidance?”

Melek Oksiiz's contribution, “The Spark that Fell on the Commercial
Quarters of Istanbul: Keresteciler Fire (September 9, 1927),” revisits one of the
most striking urban fires of the early Republican era. Davut Sahbaz provides
a social-religious perspective in “Dervish and Settlement: The Case of Sheikh
Yatagan Ahmad Miirsel in Konya.”

ibrahim Oztiirk¢ii examines a controversial intellectual figure of the ear-
ly 20th century in “The Black Stain in Cenab Sahabeddin’s Biography: His Op-



position to the War of Independence and Removal from Dartlftinun.” Turning
to the First World War, Eray Bayramol's article, “Tsarist Russia’s Kurdish Policy
During the First World War (1914-1915),” analyzes Russian archival materials
on ethnicity-based wartime policies.

The two legal and intellectual history contributions in this issue are
Demet Sefika Mangir's article, “The Evolution of International Legal Philoso-
phy from Ancient Greece to the Present: Jus Cogens Norms and the Operation-
al Role of Universal Values in International Law,” and the co-authored work of
Fikret Celik, Ayman Kara, and Vasfiye Celik, “An Analysis on the Transforma-
tion of the Phenomenon of ‘Political Power’ in the West in the Context of the
Concepts of ‘Auctoritas’ and ‘Potestas’.”

Ottoman institutional history is explored by Ertan Gékmen and Omiir
Yazict Ozdemir in “An Analysis of the Biographies (Teracim-i Ahval) of Otto-
man Sharia Court Officials in the Second Half of the 19th and the Early 20th
Century.” Sultan Girsoy’s article, “Mark Theory and the Perception of the Com-
mon Person in the Early Middle Ages,” contributes to medieval social history.

In the realm of contemporary geopolitics, Ahmet Nafiz Unalmis and
Cenk Tamer examine Iranian strategy in “Iran’s Policies Towards the Southern
Coastline.” Kurban Durmusoglu addresses religious and intellectual transfor-
mations in “The Impact of the Mongol Invasion on Religious Life and Stfism
in Khurasan.”

Domestic political developments are analyzed through Fatih Ertugay’s
study, “Political Projections of the February 6 Earthquake in Tirkiye in the
Context of Political Competition and Political Polarization.” Finally, Zaynabi-
din Abdirashidov offers an intellectual biography in “The Formation and Devel-
opment of Ismail Gasprinski’s Political Views.”

We extend our sincere gratitude to all authors, reviewers, and editorial
board members who contributed to the finalization of this issue. We hope that
the scholarly works presented here will provide our readers with new perspec-
tives and thought-provoking insights.

We look forward to meeting you again in our forthcoming issue in June
